本课程的考试对象是我院非英语专业一年级本科生。

2、 考试的目的：

本大纲旨在检验学生学完指定课程后的情况，鉴定学生掌握所学教学内容的水平，以及

1． 命题依据：
本课程的考试是依据《大学英语教学要求》（教育部），《大学英语教学大纲》（淮阴工学院外语学院制订），以及外语教学与研究出版社的《新视野大学英语》教材（郑树棠主编）及辅助书籍，上海外语教育出版社《大学英语》（全新版）教材（李荫华总编）及辅助书籍,《大学英语》教材（董亚芬总编）及辅助书籍，和复旦大学出版社的《21世纪大学英语》（翟象俊等主编）及辅助书籍。

2． 命题原则：

①本课程的考试命题在教学大纲规定的教学目的、教学要求和教学内容的范围之内；考学过的内容。

②考试命题突出课程的重要内容和基本知识；

③兼顾各个能力层次，在一份试卷中，各层次题目所占分数比例建议为：识记30%，理解和能力的运用70%。

4、 考试形式及试卷结构：

1． 试卷总分：100分。

2． 考试时限：120分钟。

3． 试题类型：主观题和客观题兼有。

4． 考试方法：笔试。

5． 考试方式：闭卷。

6． 学生文具要求：黑色钢笔或签字笔，2B铅笔，音频接收器，橡皮。

7． 试卷题型比例：本课程考试的试题类型有：听力、阅读理解、词汇和结构、完型填空和写作。各类题型的分数比例为：听力35%，阅读理解30%，词汇和结构15%，完型填空10%，段落写作10%。总分100分。 

8． 规模：期中考查为非大规模考试，以大作业的形式完成，只涉及一个班或若干个平行的班级；期末考试为全院性的考试。

5、 课程考试的内容及要求：

1、第二学期的考试内容和要求：
   1） 阅读：

能够掌握快速阅读技巧，在15分钟之内完成在一篇1000—1200字左右的文章的阅读并完成后面的问题。能够在20分钟之内完成两篇文章的仔细阅读。阅读文章难度相当《大学英语》第二册平均水平。

考题文章覆盖各类题材，体裁，内容尽量贴近所学课文题材类别，生词量不超过总词数3％。试题内容来源，主要涵盖本学期所选学的教材，所做过的练习，包括快读教材，综合训练。阅读理解试题应涉及以下几点：
Ａ）整篇理解；Ｂ）隐含义理解；Ｃ）难句理解；Ｄ）词意判断；Ｅ）作者态度；Ｆ）上下文启承；Ｇ）逻辑联系

2）词汇和语法结构

词汇：

根据《江苏省普通高中英语课程标准教学要求》，学生经过中学阶段的学习应已掌握大约2400-2500英语单词以及400个习惯短语和固定搭配，因此在此基础上学生在一级至二级阶段应新掌握1640个英语单词，熟练掌握积极词汇1000个（含中学掌握的词汇），以及400个常用词组（含中学掌握的词组），并初步具有按照基本构词法识别生词的能力。
    语法：进一步扩大加深基本语法知识，侧重语法结构在语言交际活动中的运用。要求学生掌握：

虚拟语气：A 条件从句及倒装和without结构的用法；

B．主语从句it is important/necessary/essential等的用法；

C．宾语从句虚拟语气的用法，如在动词wish, suggest, order等后的用法；

D．状语从句as if，as though ,lest等虚拟语气的用法

非谓语动词的用法。如：.不定式中的（一般式，进行式，完成式及被动式）的用法；分词中的（一般式，完成式及被动式）用法；动名词（作宾语，主语，定语；动名词复合结构及一般式，完成式及被动式）的用法。

    3）听力

能听懂日常英语谈话；能听懂基本语言单位（如语音、字母、数字、单句、句型等；在语篇理解上，能抓住有关细节，领会讲话者的观点和态度，掌握其中心大意，抓住要点，并能运用基本的听力技巧帮助理解。

能听懂词汇量在1800—2000个单词左右，语速为每分钟100个单词的日常生活对话及一般性短文，能在理解内容的基础上填写所缺单词以及所缺句子的主要内容。
4）写作

大学英语第二学期写作注重考核学生英语段落的训练，检测学生从句子的运用逐步到段落运用的过渡。要求学生段落写作的能力，力求达到用词准确，语法概念清楚，句子结构准确、多样、句与句之间过渡自然，流畅，逻辑关系正确。

考试的形式以段落写作为主。

Beauty and Body Image in the Media
　　Images of female bodies are everywhere. Women—and their body parts—sell everything from food to cars. Popular film and television actresses are becoming younger, taller and thinner. Some have even been known to faint on the set from lack of food. Women’s magazines are full of articles urging that if they can just lose those last twenty pounds, they’ll have it all—the perfect marriage, loving children, great 
sex, and a rewarding career.
　　Why are standards of beauty being imposed on women, the majority of whom are naturally larger and more mature than any of the models? The roots, some analysts say, are economic. By presenting an ideal difficult to achieve and maintain, the cosmetic and diet product industries are assured of growth and profits.
　　And it’s no accident that youth is increasingly promoted, along with thinness, as an essential criterion of beauty. If not all women need to lose weight, for sure they’re all aging, says the Quebec Action Network for Women’s Health in its 2001 report. And, according to the industry, age is a disaster that needs to be dealt with.
　　The stakes are huge. On the one hand, women who are insecure about their bodies are more likely to buy beauty products, new clothes, and diet aids. It is estimated that the diet industry alone is worth anywhere between 40 to 100 billion (USD) a year selling temporary weight loss (90% to 95% of dieters regain the lost weight).On the other hand, research indicates that exposure to images of thin, young, air-brushed female bodies is linked to depression, loss of self-esteem and the development of unhealthy eating habits in women and girls.
　　The American research group Anorexia Nervosa & Related Eating Disorders, Inc. says that one out of every four college-aged women uses unhealthy methods of weight control—including fasting, skipping meals, excessive exercise, laxative (泻药) abuse, and self-induced vomiting. The pressure to be thin is also affecting young girls: the Canadian Women’s Health Network warns that weight control measures are now being taken by girls as young as 5 and 6. American statistics are similar. Several studies, such as one conducted by Marika Tiggemann and Levina Clark in 2006 titled “Appearance Culture in Nine- to 12-Year-Old Girls: Media and Peer Influences on Body Dissatisfaction,” indicate that nearly half of all preadolescent girls wish to be thinner, and as a result have engaged in a diet or are aware of the concept of dieting. In 2003, Teen magazine reported that 35 percent of girls 6 to 12 years old have been on at least one diet, and that 50 to 70 percent of normal weight girls believe they are overweight. Overall research indicates that 90% of women are dissatisfied with their appearance in some way.
　　Media activist Jean Kilbourne concludes that, “Women are sold to the diet industry by the magazines we read and the television programs we watch, almost all of which make us feel anxious about our weight.”
　　                       Unattainable Beauty
　　Perhaps most disturbing is the fact that media images of female beauty are unattainable for all but a very small number of women. Researchers generating a computer model of a woman with Barbie-doll proportions, for example, found that her back would be too weak to support the weight of her upper body, and her body would be too narrow to contain more than half a liver and a few centimeters of bowel. A real woman built that way would suffer from chronic diarrhea (慢性腹泻) and eventually die from malnutrition. Jill Barad, President of Mattel (which manufactures Barbie), estimated that 99% of girls aged 3 to 10 years old own at least one Barbie doll.
　　Still, the number of real life women and girls who seek a similarly underweight body is epidemic, and they can suffer equally devastating health consequences. In 2006 it was estimated that up to 450, 000 Canadian women were affected by an eating disorder.
　　                        The Culture of Thinness
　　Researchers report that women’s magazines have ten and one-half times more ads and articles promoting weight loss than men’s magazines do, and over three-quarters of the covers of women’s magazines include at least one message about how to change a woman’s bodily appearance—by diet, exercise or cosmetic surgery.
　　Television and movies reinforce the importance of a thin body as a measure of a woman’s worth. Canadian researcher Gregory Fouts reports that over three-quarters of the female characters in TV situation comedies are underweight, and only one in twenty are above average in size. Heavier actresses tend to receive negative comments from male characters about their bodies (“How about wearing a sack?”), and 80 percent of these negative comments are followed by canned audience laughter.
　　There have been efforts in the magazine industry to buck ( 抵制，反抗) the trend. For several years the Quebec magazine Coup de Pouce has consistently included full-sized women in their fashion pages and Châtelaine has pledged not to touch up photos and not to include models less than 25 years of age. In Madrid, one of the world’s biggest fashion capitals, ultra-thin models were banned from the runway in 2006. Furthermore Spain has recently undergone a project with the aim to standardize clothing sizes through using a unique process in which a laser beam is used to measure real life women’s bodies in order to find the most true to life measurement.
　                           　Ethics
　　Another issue is the representation of ethnically diverse women in the media. A 2008 study conducted by Juanita Covert and Travis Dixon titled “A Changing View: Representation and Effects of the Portrayal 
of Women of Color in Mainstream Women’s Magazines” found that although there was an increase in the representation of women of colour, overall white women were overrepresented in mainstream women’s magazines from 1999 to 2004. Self-Improvement or Self-Destruction?
　　The barrage of messages about thinness, dieting and beauty tells “ordinary” women that they are always in need of adjustment—and that the female body is an object to be perfected.
　　Jean Kilbourne argues that the overwhelming presence of media images of painfully thin women means that real women’s bodies have become invisible in the mass media. The real tragedy, Kilbourne concludes, is that many women internalize these stereotypes, and judge themselves by the beauty
industry’s standards. Women learn to compare themselves to other women, and to compete with them for male attention. This focus on beauty and desirability “effectively destroys any awareness and action that might help to change that climate.”

Sixteen years ago, Eileen Doyle’s husband, an engineer, took his four children up for an early morning cup of tea, packed a small case and was never seen or heard of again. Eileen was astonished and in a state of despair. They had been a happy family and, as far as she knew, there had been nothing wrong with their marriage.
　　Every day of the year a small group of men and women quietly pack a few belongings and without so much as a note or a goodbye close the front door for the last time, leaving their debts, their worries and their confused families behind them.
　　Last year, more than 1,200 men and nearly as many women were reported missing from home---the highest in 15 years. Many did return home within a year, but others rejected the past completely and are now living a new life somewhere under a different identity.
　　To those left behind this form of desertion is a terrible blow to their pride and self-confidence. Even the finality of death might be preferable. At least it does not imply rejection or failure. Worse than that, people can be left with an unfinished marriage, not knowing whether they will have to wait seven years before they are free to start a fresh life.
　　Clinical psychologist Paul Brown believes most departures of this kind to be well planned rather than impulsive. “It’s typical of the kind of personality which seems able to ignore other people’s pain and difficulties.  Your moral values are your beliefs about what is important in life. Some values refer to how one should act ( be honest, unselfish, self-disciplined ) while other values refer to what one wants to accomplish or obtain in life (a lot of money, fame, a family, friendships, world peace). Because a person cannot “have it all” or “be all things,” priorities must be set and choices made. Setting your priorities often leads to value conflicts. You may want to be successful in your career, but you may want a more relaxing lifestyle and more time to spend with friends and family. Here, the value of success may come into conflict with the value of family. Some examples of moral values are: integrity, respect, caring, justice and openness. There are many , many moral values; thus, these represent only a very few.

 To understand and solve a moral dilemma, your must figure out which values are involved in the conflict, prioritize them, and act upon the primary value. The act must be grounded in a moral rule.

  What is a moral rule? A moral rule is very specific; it is action guiding. It tells you what to do in a specific situation. Moral rules are quite specific about what should be done. Values are general beliefs or attitudes about something we desire or like. Our values very often underlie our moral rules. If my moral rule is “always be honest,” then my value is “honesty”. Values only express what it is that we believe has value.

  Being a moral person requires our knowing how to make good moral decisions by using ethical standards and critical thinking. Sometimes we must choose between what we want to be and what we want or desire. Very often what we have the right to do is not identical with what the right thing to do is. There is not one single decision making procedure which works.
